After breakfast, depart from Jerusalem and make your way to the Allenby Border to cross into Jordan. Upon arrival, visit Nabi
Yousha, an important religious site, and continue to Nabi Shoaib, another significant landmark with historical and spiritual
importance. After exploring these sites, continue your journey Check in at hotel for an overnight stay.

Day 11 : SUNDAY, BER 2026 Allenby Border/Nz sha/Nabi Shoaib

City Tour — King Abdullah Mosque — Amman Hotel. We head two hours east to reach the Blessed Tree surrounded by arid land. It
is believed that Prophet Mohammad rested here as a boy when traveling with his uncle to Syria. The

monk Bahira recognized on this occasion Muhammad’s future as Prophet. Back in Amman we stop at the Cave of the Seven
Sleepers, known as Khaf Al Ragim. During religious persecution seven boys hid in a cave, and felt asleep for three hundred years
and nine days.The story is mentioned in the Quran. In the afternoon, enjoy a comprehensive tour of Amman City. Begin at the
Amman Citadel, a historic hilltop site offering panoramic views of the city and home to ancient ruins such as the Temple of
Hercules and Umayyad Palace. Then visit the Roman Theater, a remarkably well-preserved amphitheater that dates back to the
2nd century AD and reflects the city’s Roman heritage. Continue your tour with a visit to the King Abdullah Mosque, one of the
city’s most beautiful landmarks, and then explore Amman’s vibrant downtown, where you can experience local culture, markets,
and streets bustling with life. After a day full of history, culture, sightseeing, return to your hotel in Amman for an overnight stay.
® At a prearranged time, we will pick you up from your hotel lobby. The drive to Amman Airport takes about an hour. e Say
farewell to Jordan - Ma ‘a Salamah!

AMMAN - JEDDAH - MAKKAH

* AMMAN - JEDDAH. Regional Flight from Amman to Jeddah departs.

e Before checkout, everyone to don the ihraam clothing with the Intention of ihraam in the Amman hotel before leaving for
Amman airport for the flight to Jeddah. @ On arrival in Jeddah, we drive by bus to Makkah.

e Head towards the Makkah hotel for check-in, load off luggage and freshen up. ® Complete Umrah at Masjid al Haram

A proposal is to gather after Fajr and recite Surah Kahf collectively and make the following athkar collectively: Istighfar, Salawat
and Tahlil. BREAKFAST. e Optional - climb up Jabal Al-Nour mountain very early this morning. Known as the “Hill of [llumination”
or “Mountain of Light”, Jabal Al-Nour Mountain is famous for the Cave of Hira. This was the place where Prophet Muhammad
(peace be upon him) is said to have spent time. in seclusion and blessed with the first of his many revelations of The Holy Qur’an.
Personal time to orientate and acclimatise. Overnight in Makkah.

Breakfast. Depart Makkah with bus ziyaret with visits to Arafat, Jabal Rahmah, Mina, Muzdalifa, Makkah Museum. and Kiswah
Factory depending on availability). ® Personal time. ® Overnight in Makkah.

Everyone to prepare for Jumuah. A proposal is to gather after Fajr and recite Surah Kahf - collectively and make the following
athkar collectively: Istighfar, Salawat and Tahlil. BREAKFAST. Attend Jumuah at Masjid al Haram. Personal time.
e Overnight in Makkah.

® Breakfast. Optional Second Umrah scheduled at a time as agreed by the group. Umrah from the miqat at Tan’eem. This is the
location where the Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon him) ordered his wife Hadrat Aishah radhiyallahu anha to accompany
her brother to Tan’eem and don the ihraam for Umrah. The Masjid at Tan’eem is called Masjid-e-Aishah.

e After checkout, we depart for Madinah al Munawwarah by bus. On arrival in Madinah, we stop at Mount Uhud for a ziyarat of
Hazrat Hamza (R.A) and the martyrs of the battle of Uhud. Head towards our Madinah hotel for check-in and load off luggage.
Everyone to Ghusl and put on fresh clothes and head towards Masjid al Nabawi to greet our Beloved Prophet Muhammad (peace
be upon him). Personal time. Overnight in Madinah

® Ziyarat to the Rawdha Mubarak & greeting of our Beloved Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon him) according to the timeslots
allocated on Nusuk. Personal time. Overnight in Madinah.

e Walking ziyarat of Madinah and precincts. ® Personal time. Later this evening we will join a congregational dhikr subject to
availability). Overnight in Madinah.

® Bus ziyarat of Madinah, visiting Masjid Quba, Masjid Qiblatayn, Masjid Khandaqg and Date factory. Personal time. Overnight in
Madinah.
